Student Illness Form


Your child should not attend school and he/she will be sent home when he/she is showing signs of illness such as:

a)
Temperature of 100 degrees F. or more  



(Your child must be “fever free” for 24 hours before returning to school)

b)
Difficult or rapid breathing

c)
Sore throat or difficulty swallowing

d)
Excessive nasal drainage or persistent cough

e)
Diarrhea 



(Your child may return to school 24 hours after the last episode.)

f)
Listlessness and lethargy without cause (i.e., child has had a full night of sleep)

g)
Less than 24 hours on an antibiotic for treatment of strep throat and/or other 



contagious illness.

h)
Unusual rash, especially an extensive rash or one with blisters.  



(Check with your physician for cause and when your child should return to school).
i)
Eye(s) stuck closed with dried “crust” or appears red and/or has drainage.



(Must have a doctor’s note to return to school stating the child is no longer contagious).

j)
Any sign of lice infestation (i.e., nits or live bugs).

k)
Any other recognizable signs of illness.
